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Proposition A — Public Safety Sales Tax If approved this measure will provide dedicated funding for public
safety improvements that include the construction of a new police facility with accountability ensured
through citizen oversight and a sunset clause so the tax is removed once the facility is completed.

Proposition U — Transportation Use Tax If approved, this would help fund vital street maintenance and
transportation improvements throughout the City with the revenue gained from a local use tax on goods
purchased from out-of-state vendors, ie, internet purchases.
